Financial Review Due

The end of the year financial report for all clubs and groups must be filled out and turned into the
Extension Office by November 1, 2021.

Camp 2022 at Rock Springs Is For All 4-H Youth!

Registration for Camp 2022 is now available! All 4-H youth,
ages 8-18 (note the age change), will have camp options! Teen
youth will have the option to do Leader-in-Training (LIT) and
Counselor-in-Training (CIT) programs. Teens counselors will
no longer be an option (as in the past). Rock Springs will hire
all counselors (must be at least 18 years of age).

Registration for camp will be exclusive to current 4-H
members and each will receive a 10% discount until October
3Ist. On November Ist, registration will be opened to all
youth. Unlike previous years, Frontier District will not have
a designated session to attend. Each youth may choose the
session that best works for him/her. This also means Frontier
District staff and/or agents might not be in attendance at the
camper’s session.

The Extension District Board
meets monthly (beginning of the month) and all applications
must be approved by them prior to conducting the raffle.
A financial report must then be presented to the Board
upon completion of the raffle.
